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prof.Pititto ha avuto in affidamento l'insegnamento di Filosofia del linguaggio presso la Facoltà di 
Lettere e Filosofia dell'Università della Basilicata; nell'anno 1998-99 ha avuto l'affidamento di 
Storia del pensiero scientifico presso la stessa Università. Esperto di problemi formativi, egli ha 
lavorato nel campo della formazione per gli insegnanti, dirigendo anche corsi per insegnanti di 
sostegno e laboratori di educazione linguistica. Nel suo lavoro scientifico ha privilegiato l'analisi 
dei problemi riguardanti il linguaggio e la comunicazione e lo studio di alcuni dei momenti più 
importanti della riflessione filosofica sul linguaggio, con particolare riferimento a pensatori come 
Locke, Condillac, Hamann, Herder, Apel, Wittgenstein, Austin e Searle. 
Il prof. Rocco Pititto nel suo lavoro di ricerca scientifica ha privilegiato lo studio di tematiche 
attinenti l’ambito della Filosofia del Linguaggio e delle scienze cognitive. I suoi interessi si sono 
concentrati, in particolare, su alcuni aspetti della riflessione filosofica sul linguaggio e sulla mente, 
che hanno riguardato:  
1. la ricostruzione di alcuni dei momenti più significativi della riflessione filosofica sul linguaggio, 
con particolare riferimento a pensatori come Locke, Condillac, Hamann, Herder, Humboldt, 
Schelling, J. Grimm, Apel, Wittgenstein, Austin, Searle, Gadamer, Ricoeur, e un’attenzione verso 
le tematiche linguistiche di Pasquale Galluppi;  

2.  il campo delle neuroscienze e gli sviluppi dell’ intelligenza artificiale (IA);  
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dell’ Oxford-Cambridge Philosophy;

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He taught in training courses for support teachers and in laboratories of Language Education. In 
making his scientific work experience, he chose the study of the rielaboration of some of the 
most important moments of the philosophical research of Language, making reference to 
thinkers such as Locke, Condillac, Hamann, Herder, Wittgenstein, Apel, Austin and Searle and 
to the analysis of problems regarding language and communication. 

In his research prof. Rocco Pititto privileged the scholarship of themes linked to Philosophy of 
Language and Cognitive Science. His interests are focused on some aspects of the philosophical 
reflection on language and mind as:  

1. the recollecting of some of the most significant moments of the philosophical reflection on 
language, with a particular reference to thinkers such as Locke, Condillac, Hamann, Herder, 
Humboldt, Schelling, J. Grimm, Apel, Wittgenstein, Austin, Searle, Gadamer, Ricoeur;  
2. the field of neuroscience and the development of Artificial Intelligence;  

3. the treatment of linguistic-philosophical issues related to the relationship faith-reason, 
considered particularly in the context of the analytical movement and, in particular, of the 
Wittgenstein and of the Oxford-Cambridge Philosophy; 

4. the question of evil, that questions the believer in the time of falling into the ‘inhuman’, after 
the Auschwitz tragedy, which is a metaphor of radical evil; 

5. the reconsideration in philosophical-ethical-educational terms of those problems of language 
and of communication which are closer to the needs of contemporary society and to the stimuli 
of cognitive science.  

Therefore, he has studied the problems related to the genesis and the development of language, 
to linguistic processes, to cognitive and relational processes, to language and communication 
diseases; to the relationship language-thought, to the ‘mirror neurons’, to the explosion of 
communication in the era of the ‘global village’, to the role or media. 

As an expert in the problems of education, prof. Pititto worked in the field of university guidance 
and of training of teachers, holding directive posts and teaching in the Courses for special needs 
teachers, teaching in courses reserved to teachers, principals and trainers of professional schools. 
He taught pedagogy and didactic modules in the Course ‘Training the trainers’ organised by the 
Campania Region (1996-97;97-98). In the academic year 2007-08, within the Progetto Federica, 
promoted by University of Naples Federico II, he taught a distance learning course (e-learning) 
on Theories of Language and Communication. 

He also presented papers in many national and international conferences, he edited and 
introduced many books and organised conferences and debates.
